2013 Coding Exercise
Overall results 
Scores were 67% to 98%.

The Event score was the lowest (77%).

Monitoring scores 
Scores for the 2012 Coding Exercise were 72% to 99%.

The Event score was the lowest for the 2012 Coding Exercise (78%).

Consistency and accuracy
There was consistency and accuracy, for most variables, in the following scenarios:
· Repetitive use to tools

· Struck by discharged nail from nail gun

· Falling and becoming glued to floor

· Smashing finger with hammer
Top three problems
1. Capturing too much, or not enough, detail with the Event codes – depending on information given in the scenario.

2. Not finding similar issues in the Coder’s Reference Manual.
3. Not selecting the most severe Nature of Injury.
Problem solving
· The CTC will review code descriptions in the Coding Manual (for scenarios where we did not see consistency and accuracy - e.g. allergic reactions to vaccines).

· The CTC will continue reviewing the Coder’s Reference Manual (to ensure all issues are up to date).
· The CTC will review questions and comments received from the jurisdictions regarding the Answer Key.
